'Winter Camp Park

Mark your calendars and join us for the 2nd Annual Labor Day Potluck Picnic
in the Park.

Time: 2pm

The Park will provide hot dogs and hamburgers and paper products.
Bring any other dishes to share (salads, soups, casseroles, pastries, chips,
etc.).

These donations will help fund
our annual expenses (insurance, taxes, utilities, etc.). More will be greatly
accepted.

Bring your own fun toys to
share. Depending on how long folks stay and weather permitting, we will show
Independence Day, Resurgence!

Sanding and Staining Day

We need to sand and stain the 14 picnic tables before the winter arrives. Mark
your calendar for 15 August (Wednesday) at 9am. Bring your sander and
extension cord. If you have old paint brushes, bring them too. The more folks
we have the quicker the job gets down.

Mowing and Trimming Days

If you have an old mower and/or trimmer, join us on 8 and 29 August
(Wednesday) at 9am. We normally cut the entrance and the center section.

On-Going Activities

Between now and Labor Day (and assuming the weather cooperates), we will
be making significant progress by extending a walking path toward the right
side of the park, building a bridge over the creek and connecting it to the
walking path next to the 2™ pavilion. We will be adding much more gravel,
spreading wood chips, tearing down the old spring house and removing junk
that has been on the land since we bought it. We will be digging some
trenches to try to get the water away from the gravel roads and walking paths
and adding more parking spaces.

Three years ago, several of your neighbors bought the 7.73 unrestricted acres
adjacent to The Woods to protect it for our community and assure that it would
not be bought and used for a purpose contrary to our interests. We were not
sure what we would do with the land; we just knew that we wanted to keep it
as an asset to our community.

Three years have passed, and the reality of the use of the land has

evolved. With the financial resources provided by the partners (and help from
some volunteers -thank you), Winter Camp Park has emerged. The land has
been cleared, a walking path created, access to hiking trails developed and
most significantly, two outdoor pavilions erected. We have brought in electricity
to one of the pavilions. MOST IMPORTANT TO US, THE PARK IS OPEN TO
ALL RESIDENTS AND THEIR GUESTS- NO MEMBERSHIPS AND NO
FEES. We are delighted that families are coming to the park and attending our
various events, including our recent 4" of July pot luck event. On Wednesday
evenings at 5pm, the Park has become an informal gathering place where
folks come to socialize and share goodies and watch movies!

It is our hope that, with the support of the community, we can continue and
expand the Park - including such things as permanent bathrooms and
enhancement of walking paths and fitness stations.

It is in that spirit that we are launching a “Friends of the Park” program. We ask
you to join us in creating the community we all would like.
